NOTE: 1f you have Kiiryakyn Driver’s Floorboards or a Kiiryakyn
replacement Brake pedal, you may want to cover the inside edge
of the pedal with masking tape to prevent scratching the cover on
installation.

Alternately snug the setscrews until they are tight. This will help keep the
Cover centered and keep it from tipping up during installation.

STEP 8 On the left (shifter) side, line up the darts on the back of the Chrome
Transmission cover with the rubber grommets on the supports, and
gently push the darts into the grommets. Install the Kiiryakyn Driver’s
Floorboard or Heel-Toe Shifter (if equipped). Tighten to 20 FT/LBS.
